PASSAGE I:

Injury to the shoulder commonly occurs during the late cocking phase of throwing,
when the arm is maximally above shoulder level and behind the head. Successful
throwers are often those athletes who can achieve maximal motion above and behind
their head (called abduction and external rotation of the shoulder). because in this
position they are able to generate the largest amount of acceleration which increases
the velocity of the thrown pitch. It is the achievement of this maximal motion.
however, that can also place these throwers at increased risk of injury.

As the shoulder reaches this maximal point of abduction and external rotation
during the late cocking phase, there is tremendous stress placed on the ligaments in the
front of the shoulder (place your shoulder in this motion and feel the stretch in the
front of your own shoulder). This recurrent stretching can cause subtle instability of
the shoulder over time. eventually leading to altered motion of the shoulder ball and
socket joint and cause loss of velocity and control as well as pain. Additionally, as
throwers repetitively place their arm in maximal external rotation, they may develop
over time increased external rotation and decreased internal rotation. This alteration in
the range of motion of the shoulder can increase the strain on the shoulder joint. and
the rotator cuff.

PASSAGE 2:

A lifetime of physical activity is important to feeling and performing younger no
matter what your age. But there are changes that occur physiologically as you get
older, and the tendency to lose muscle mass and strength is one example.

Your muscle tissue is the engine that enables you to train and compete, and it
undergoes a significant change as you get older. This is illustrated by a population
study that examined fitness among women in different age groups. As part of their
testing. researchers asked the women to lift a 10-1b (4.5-kg) weight. Among those 55-
64 years of age, 40% were unable to lift the 10-Ibs. Among women 65-74 years old,
45% couldn't lift the weight, and between the ages of 75-84, a whopping 65% of
women failed the 10-1b test. And yet these very same women. in their 20s, 30s, and
40s, were easily able to lift their children who undoubtedly weighed much more than
10 Ibs. This loss of muscle strength mirrors a loss in muscle mass as we get older. And
the loss doesn't just occur in women. Similar reductions in muscle strength and muscle
mass often occur in men as they get older.

So what's happening to our muscles as we age? You might think that the Adonis
physique you enjoyed in your early 20s has simply been done in over the years by the
daily grind of job and family responsibilities which haven't allowed you to train like
when you were younger. Use it or lose it is absolutely an important factor. If you don't
load your muscles on a regular basis by using them. they will reduce in size. But aging
itself can also put a serious dent in your muscle tissue and muscle strength.

PASSAGE 3:

Early instances of physical culture are found in records of exercise and weightlifting
from the Zhou dynasty of China (1046-256 BCE) and the Old Kingdom of Egypt
(2575-2130 BCE). But its real beginning. as a sustained activity, dates from the
ancient Greeks. Homer's epic poem the /liad depicts discus throwing and stone
hoisting. and the Olympic Games. originating in 776 BCE. featured a wide variety of
physical contests, applicable to both sport and war. The foremost warriors were the
Spartans of Laconia, who endured harsh physical discipline to ensure that the finest
physical specimens were produced. Spartans, in their efforts to toughen and exhibit
their bodies, were also enthusiastic nudists. The greatest Greek athlete. however, was
Milo of Croton, who popularized progressive resistance training by purportedly
carrying a calf daily from its birth until it became fullsize. In the late 6th century BCE
he won wrestling championships at the Pythian Games seven times and at the
Olympics six times. The classical embodiment of physical development was the
mythical Heracles (the Roman Hercules). son of Zeus. whose laborious feats and
matchless physique served as a model for all subsequent physical culturists. The
Greek. and especially Athenian, ideal of a sound mind and sound body (often
expressed as arete, or "virtue") was cultivated in the gymnasiums, where young men
exercised, bathed, socialized, and discussed philosophy. Finally, the Greeks employed
physical culture as a form of preventive medicine and as a means of recuperating from
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illnesses and weaknesses. Hippocrates (c. 460-377 BCE) believed that diet and

exercise would unleash natural forces to promote harmonious bodily functions.
