A site visit begins with a complete pedestrian survey of a project's APE, which is
generally related to a specific project and any potential effects to significant sites that
may result from the proposed project. The initial surface survey is intended to locate
cultural resource sites, assess local landforms and major or minor environmental
features (e.g., level land, relic or current watercourses, slope. rock outcrops, springs.
etc.) that may have influenced previous land use. It is important that detailed
information is recorded for all sites identified during a project's surface survey. This
may be the only time that the site is ever visited so descriptions of observed artifacts,
feature descriptions, site size. nature and integrity, site vegetation, and ideas you may
have regarding the relationship of a site to local landuse patterns (e.g.. historic refuse
related to railroad logging camp or homestead) all merit recording. Photographs of the
site and diagnostic artifacts. in addition to the creation of a site map should always be
completed.

The archaeologist may excavate a limited number of shovel probes to confirm
disturbance or soil integrity and to determine the presence of buried intact soil layers.
Shovel probes are particularly useful in areas of high probability but low visibility and
for establishing site boundaries. Archaeologists need to be aware that in Oregon. a
state Archaeological Permit is needed before excavating any subsurface probes on

PASSAGE 2:

Excavations at the site of prehistoric Akrotiri, on the coast of the Aegean Sea, have
revealed much about the technical aspects of pottery manufacture, indisputably one of
the basic industries of this Greek city., However, considerably less is known about the
socio-economic context and the way production was organized.

The bulk of pottery found at Akrotiri is locally made. and dates from the late
fifteenth century BC. It clearly fulfilled a vast range of the settlement's requirements:
more than fifty different types of pots can be distinguished. The pottery found includes
a wide variety of functional types like storage jars. smaller containers. pouring vessels,
cooking pots. drinking vessels and so on, which all relate to special activities and
which would have been made and distributed with those activities in mind. Given the
large number of shapes produced and the relatively high degree of standardization, it
has generally been assumed that most, if not all. of Akrotiri pottery was produced by
specialized craftismen in a non-domestic context. Unfortunately neither the potters'
workshops nor Kilns have been found within the excavated area. The reason may be

that the ceramic workshops were located on the periphery of the site. which has not yet
been excavated. In any event, the ubiquity of the pottery. and the consistent repetition
of the same types in different sizes, suggest production on an industrial scale.

The Akrotirian potters seem to have responded to pressures beyond their
households. namely to the increasing complexity of regional distribution and exchange
systems. We can imagine them as full-time craftsmen working permanently in a high
production-rate craft such as pottery manufacture, and supporting themselves entirely
from the proceeds of their craft. In view of the above. one can begin to speak in terms
of mass-produced pottery and the existence of organized workshops of craftsmen
during the period 1550-1500 BC. Yet, how pottery production was organized at
Akrotiri remains an open question, as there is no real documentary evidence. Our
entire knowledge comes from the ceramic material itself, and the tentative conclusions
which can be drawn from it.

PASSAGE 3:

In 1893, geologist J.W. Gregory first recognized the contributive importance of East
Africa to better understanding the evolutionary history of ancient technologies when

he found evidence of "paleoliths" in and around an ancient lake in Maasai country. In
the twentieth century. German entomologist Kattwinkel noted the presence of fossils
in 1911 at a rift escarpment known to the Maasai as Olduway, which shortly led
German paleontologist Hans Reck to continue work at Olduway (later called olduvai
gorge). Reck noticed that important paleontological localities occur where the Side
Gorge meets the Main Gorge. But with World War I beginning, his work came to an
abrupt halt. When the war came to an end, extensive archeological research resumed
across all of Africa, especially in East Africa. Yet the main scientific quest was not to
discover more forgotten material cultures: rather, current scientific interests strove to
clucidate past climatic events in order to better understand the chronological
framework of the fossil and archaeological records that were already known. This is
exactly what prompted E.J. Wayland to survey Uganda while he served as the Director
of Geological Survey of Uganda. In 1934, he reported an ancient split-pebble industry
based on rolled material taken from the Kafu River in western Uganda. which was
later extended to include other Ugandan sites. such as Kagera Valley and Nsongezi, by
South African archeologist C. van Riet Lowe. It was the nature of the sedimentary
record that led Wayland to describe environmental intervals he called "pluvials".
Today, the Kafuan industry is not recognized as a legitimate stone-tool technology
because the stone tools (split-pebbles) are the result of natural fractures, most likely
caused by the river environment from which they were found. and the pluvial concept
is long forgotten.
