The divine philosophy of change remains the most suitable for the improvement of the
status of Muslim women around the world. Although gradual change is frustrating, it
is, nevertheless, more stable and less destructive of society than a radical coercive
change. Coercive change. which reflects a patriarchal preference for the use of force.
lasts for only as long as the source of the coercion continues to exist. It also leaves a
great deal of violence and pain in its aftermath.

To understand the assumptions of each paradigm, writers have contrasted them on
several dimensions. Although these contrasts are a heuristic device (seldom do actual
studies exemplify all of the ideal characteristics of either paradigm), they bring into
stark contrast the nature of alternative strategies. It is important to understand these
assumptions because they will provide direction for designing all phases of a research
study.

On the ontological issue of what is real, the quantitative researcher views reality as
"objective," "out there" independent of the researcher. Something can be measured
objectively by using a questionnaire or an instrument. For the qualitative researcher,
the only reality is that constructed by the individuals involved in the research
situation." The qualitative researcher needs to report faithfully these realities and to
rely on voices and interpretations of informants.

On the epistemological question, the relationship of the researcher to that being
researched, the two paradigms also differ. The quantitative approach holds that the
researcher should remain distant and independent of that being researched. But the
qualitative sentence is different. This response has implications. too. for the
axiological issue of the role of values in a study. The researcher’s values are kept out
of the study in a quantitative project. This feat is accomplished through entirely
omitting statements about values from a written report. The major difference between
this approach and that of the qualitative researcher is that the qualitative investigator
admits the value-laden native of the study and actively reports his or her values and
biases, as well as the value nature of information gathered from the field.
