New Urbanism is a philosophical and practical way to recreate the best traditional
urban form for today, such as court yard and mixed use streets. It is a neo-traditional
movement based on pragmatism, which focuses on relation between work and living,
environmental sustainability, product (rather than process. which is contrary to
communicative planning) and quality of life. Some regard New Urbanism more as an
ideology. rather than a theory.

New Urbanism refers to a design-oriented approach to planned development and
may regard it as one of the movements of the practical movements. According to this
movement, development should be based on a compact pattern and a mix of different
housing types. and mix uses.
