Tufting and nylon opened up vast new markets for carpet. The old woven
manufacturers had long complained about the slow growth of their industry: per
capita carpet consumption in 1950 was about the same as it had been two decades
earlier. Dalton's tufting mills changed the equation dramatically. The new technology
meshed perfectly with the economic boom of the post-World War Il years, and
middle-class consumers freely substituted tufted products for woven.

Carpet consumption followed the price trend. As tufted goods brought down
prices, consumers covered more and more floor space with carpets. The average mill
value of a square yard of carpet in 1950 (when all carpets were woven wool) stood at
$6.24) By 1970 the average price had dropped to $3.56, with tufted carpets
representing 90 percent of total industry volume. Per capita consumption skyrocketed
from two square yards per household in 1950 to nearly eight and a half square yards
in 1970. Carpet industry sales topped $1 billion annually in the early 1960s and
surpassed $2 billion in the early 1970s. The carpet industry became the fourth-
fastest-growing industry in the United States during the 1960s. surpassed only by
television picture tubes. aircraft, and computers.
